It also brought up numerous discussions about
current CUNY and campus business practices and what might change when CUNYfirst
Procurement is implemented. Oracle representatives are learning about the particular
requirement for CUNY procurement processes. Sessions this coming week at will focus on the
bidding module with purchasing configurers only.

Also next week, Oracle University (their training team) will conduct a training of the Accounts
Payable base processes for our 20 AP liaisons from Monday through Thursday at the Borough
Training Center at The City College.
