Liberal Arts with Special Interests

In this section, Lesley Leppert outlines long-term paths to success to demonstrate to students 
what majors they need, what courses they should take, and what colleges they could attend 
to obtain their goals such as law school, medical school and specialized fields. 
 
 
Planning to attend Law School? 
 
You will need a bachelor degree and a high GPA and LSAT score to apply for Law School.  
Liberal arts majors such as English, History, Philosophy, and Political Science are 
traditional pathways to Law School. However, if you know which type of law you would 
like to practice, it may dictate what kind of bachelor degree you complete, for example:

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Physical Therapists work to improve mobility, remove pain, and prevent or limit the 
permanent disability of patients suffering from injuries or disease.  Some Physical 
Therapists may choose to specialize in areas such as pediatrics, geriatrics, orthopedics, 
sports medicine, neurology and cardiopulmonary physical therapy.  All states require 
Physical Therapists to pass a licensure exam after graduating from an accredited physical 
therapy educational program.  Most Physical Therapy programs are moving toward offering 
a Doctorate in Physical Therapy, which will require, in most cases, a baccalaureate degree 
for acceptance and then 2 years of additional study.

Pharmacy 
programs grant the Doctor of Pharmacy  (Pharm. D.)

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Forensic Science is the collection, identification, and classification of physical evidence 
related to criminal investigations.  Professionals perform tests on weapons or substances, 
such as fiber, hair and tissue to determine significance to the investigation.  They may also 
serve as specialists in areas of expertise, such as ballistics, fingerprinting, handwriting, 
biochemistry, or criminal psychology.

• Check to see if BMCC has any articulation agreements in that major, or with the 
college you are interested in. This information will help you choose the right courses 
while you are at BMCC. 

• Attend a BMCC Transfer Fair, to meet with a college representative for details about 
your intended program, or to get general info from many colleges!  

• Take and pass the CPE ( CUNY proficiency exam). 

• Have the application/essay completed BEFORE the deadline. If CUNY/SUNY 
school, you may pick up an application in S-763. You can put up to 4 schools on it! 
CUNY applicants may have the Registrar's Office ( S-310) send out the application 
for you, for free! 
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• Request that an official BMCC transcript be sent to the college of your choice 
(Registrar's Office: S-310).

Articulation Agreements 

An Articulation Agreement is a written contract or a partnership between BMCC and a four-
year college or university that contains agreed upon courses or programs that will transfer 
over to that particular senior institution. This is an assurance that if students complete certain 
courses or academic programs with satisfactory grades (as specified by the receiving 
institutions) they will be admitted and those completed courses or programs will be applied 
towards the baccalaureate degree.

Adelphi University Connections Program  

If you want to get a head start preparing for the major leading to your chosen profession, 
you'll want to connect with the Borough of Manhattan Community College/Adelphi 
University Connection Program. 

The Connection Program is an agreement between Adelphi University and Borough of 
Manhattan Community College that lets you transfer seamlessly into upper level major 
courses at Adelphi when you complete your Associate's Degree. It's a great way to build 
your future on the solid academic foundations you've already established. 

Adelphi will accept more than 60 transfer credits, and offers generous scholarships to 
transfer students. 
While you are at Borough of Manhattan Community College, you can also participate in 
Adelphi's social, cultural, and academic activities while taking advantage of our extensive 
academic and financial counseling resources. To qualify for seamless admission to Adelphi, 
you should apply for the Connection Program when you enter Borough of Manhattan 
Community College. 

What's in it for me? 
The Connection Program will introduce you to Adelphi's vibrant campus community while 
preparing you for the next phase of your educational career. While you're still at Borough of 
Manhattan Community college you'll:  

1. Get an Adelphi's ID card giving you access to Adelphi's libraries.  
2. Receive personalized academic advisement in your area of study. Get on track early 

by taking courses at Borough of Manhattan Community College, providing you with 
seamless transfer into Adelphi and into your major.  

3. Receive financial aid information and counseling that can benefit you when you 
transfer to Adelphi.

A counselor in Adelphi's Office of Admissions will be in touch with you regularly once you 
enter the program to guide you through Adelphi's undergraduate admissions process.

College of Staten Island 

Our agreement with CSI is only useful to ECE-ECP majors. 
 
If you want to receive initial New York State certification in Early Childhood Education 
(birth to grade 2) and wish to transfer to a CUNY college, to do so you must transfer to one 
of the five senior colleges in the system.that offer courses at the bachelors level in Early 
Childhood Education (ECE). One such college is College of Staten Island (CSI). 
 
We have been working with administrators and faculty at CSI to make your transition there 
as smooth as possible. Please note, however, that the agreements we have made depend 
upon your successfully completing your degree in Early Childhood Education at BMCC. We 
cannot guarantee how your credits will be used if you transfer before graduating from 
BMCC's ECE program. 
 
Very important: Our agreement with CSI is only useful to ECE-ECP majors. Your BMCC 
ECE-ECI courses will not fulfill CSI Education requirements, with the possible exception of 
three credits for ECE 102. 
 
Students pursuing New York State certification in early childhood education at CSI have to 
fulfill three layers of curricular requirements: 

1. General Education 
2. An Academic Major in Science, Letters, and Society (SLS) 
3. Early Childhood Education Sequence 

 
Students who come to CSI after completing the A.S. degree in Pre-School/Early Elementary 
Teacher Education at BMCC will have already fulfilled most of CSI's General Education 
requirements and half of the courses in Early Childhood Education. The SLS major will be 
done at CSI. 
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To be considered eligible for admission into the Early Childhood Teacher Education 
Program under the articulation guidelines with CSI, you will need a 2.75 or better grade 
point average at BMCC and must maintain that average at CSI. 
 
If you plan to transfer to College of Staten Island, we advise you to make the following 
choices as you plan your curriculum at BMCC: 

o Request fieldwork placement in preschool classrooms - not in kindergarten, first, 
or second grade classrooms - when you take ECE 301 and 401. 
o For your general elective, take either HIS 120 or HIS 125. If you prefer to take 
American History at CSI (HST 244/245), you may take CHE 110 as your general 
elective at BMCC. 
o For your humanities course, take ART 110 or MUS 110. 
o For your science course, take AST 110. 
o For your social science course, take POL 100 or ECO 100. 
o For your math course, take MAT 150. 
If you take Spanish I and II at BMCC, take the language exam once you arrive at 
CSI. You may find that you place out of the remaining semester of required language 
classes based on the level of proficiency you have achieved at BMCC.

Delaware State University 

It is required that community college students meet the following criteria:  

• Complete an Associate degree with a minimum of 60 credit hours, exclusive of 
developmental courses work and D grade course work. 
• Achieve a cumulative grade point average of not less than 2.0 (in a 4.0 system) as 
calculated by the community college. 
• Follow the appropriate program of study as agreed by both institutions.  

It is agreed that community college graduates will not be required to take College Entrance 
Exams or ACT exams prior to transfer to the receiving institutions.  

It is agreed that in order to complete the baccalaureate degree, a student who transfers under 
this agreement may be required to take no more than 68 additional credits unless:  

1. The student changes his or her program upon entering the receiving institution.  
2. The combination of additional general education requirements, if any, and the 
requirements of the student's major at the receiving institution total more than 68 credits. 
Under the terms of this agreement, transfer students will be subjected to the same 
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requirements as native unless waived. "Native Student" refers to students who began their 
undergraduate education at Delaware State University.  

It is agreed that a transfer student may not be held to any degree requirements at the 
receiving institution that were established less than three years prior to matriculation at 
Delaware State University.

All 
courses taken and passed at BMCC will be accepted for transfer. See Below 

LIM generally admits students with minimums of 2.50 averages and who have the personal 
qualities that foster success in merchandising, marketing and business. 

BMCC students who have successfully completed a course that LIM requires in the Upper 
Division will have those Courses accepted in transfer and will thus be exempt from those 
courses, e.g., Borough of Manhattan Community College courses BUS 110:Business Law, 
ACC122:Accounting Principles 1, FNB 100: Introduction to Finance. To obtain the 126 
credits needed for the Bachelor degrees, other courses for credit must be taken. 

For all Bachelor degrees, a minimum of 34 liberal arts credits are required. 

To obtain LIM's Bachelor degrees, 126 credits are required. 62 credits are part of the regular 
Upper Division program and 64 credits are expected from transfer students. If a BMCC 
student enters LIM's Upper Division with fewer than 64 credits, additional credits must be 
taken to make up this deficiency.  

Transfer Students registering for either B.B.A. degree (fashion, merchandising or marketing) 
must have also taken Intro to Computers, Economics and Algebra in their first two years. 
The B.P.S. degree (Bachelor of Professional Studies) in fashion merchandising has no LIM 
courses given in the freshman or sophomore year that BMCC students will need to make up.

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with an earned BMCC Associate in Arts meeting the above criteria will be eligible to enter 
directly into their fifth semester at MCNY.  An additional 64 credits are required to earn the 
MCNY Bachelor of Arts in American Urban Studies degree which can be completed in a 
minimum of one year and four months as full-time students.  Students are eligible to initially 
enroll with MCNY for any one of the three semesters (Spring, Summer, or Fall).  All 
applicants to MCNY must complete all required admissions documents as set forth by the 
Admissions Office from time to time. 

The New School  

Articulation Agreement Summary* 

1. Admission to the Bachelor’s Program is guaranteed to BMCC graduates who earn 
Associates degrees in the following majors and enroll at The New School 
immediately upon graduation:

2. A minimum GPA of 3.0 is required for graduates who are admitted via this 
agreement.  

3. This articulation agreement allows a student to transfer all the required credits 
needed to complete the associate degree programs listed above.  Generally, The New 
School accepts a maximum of 84 transfer credits from a combination of sources such 
as: an articulation agreement with a Community College, credit from upper-level 
institutions, credit for prior learning and non-degree courses taken at The New 
School.  

4. The New School offers two scholarships specifically for community college 
graduates.  The first is Academic Opportunity Grants, awarded on the basis of merit 
and need to community college graduates who demonstrate qualities contributing to 
the strength and diversity of the student body.

Nyack College -- Accounting/Business 

This agreement serves to transition students from the Borough of Manhattan Community 
College (hereafter referred to as BMCC) to the Nyack College Adult Degree Completion

Transfer Students Holding A.A. or A.S. Degree 
Students who have been awarded the AA (Associate in Arts) or AS (Associate in Science) 
from BMCC will be deemed to have met the academic standards for admissions to St. John's 
College of Liberal Arts and Sciences, the College of Professional Studies, or the School of 
Education. If admitted, the AA, AS holder may transfer up to 66 credits, exclusive of 
developmental or remedial work, toward a B.A. or B.S. degree.

Transferring to a SUNY College 

Many community college graduates pursue their Bachelor's degree at an institution affiliated 
with the State University of New York. SUNY is recognized for academic excellence, 
variety and depth of the programs they offer, opportunities for advanced study and research, 
affordability and the ease of the transfer process. SUNY has colleges and universities 
located throughout New York State. 

Undergraduate teaching, research, and advanced graduate and professional studies are all 
priorities at SUNY's four university centers. These campuses offer a number of programs 
and specializations leading to bachelor's, master's, and doctoral degrees. Undergraduate 
enrollments range from just fewer than 10,000 to over 16,000 (Albany, Binghamton, 
University at Buffalo, Stony Brook). 

Bachelor's, master's and doctoral degrees are also offered at SUNY's statutory colleges. 
These colleges, on the campuses of private universities, are publicly supported in part, and 
are governed cooperatively by SUNY trustees and the governing boards of the parent 
institutions. Undergraduate enrollments range from approximately 700 to over 3,000 
(Ceramics at Alfred University, Agriculture & Life Sciences at Cornell University, Human

The College of Environmental Science & Forestry, located in Syracuse, is a unique campus 
offering undergraduate and graduate work leading to degree opportunities through the 
doctorate.

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General Education Requirements 
 

Introduction 
By Dean Erwin Wong 

 
Borough of Manhattan Community College (BMCC) offers three different associate’s 
degrees:  the Associate in Arts (A.A. in which at least 75% of the coursework is in liberal 
arts), the Associate in Science (A.S. in which at least 50% of the coursework is in liberal 
arts), and the Associate in Applied Science (A.A.S. in which at least one third of the 
coursework is in liberal arts).  Regardless of which associate’s degree our students pursue at 
BMCC, the college has agreed that they will receive the same General Education. 
 
In its 2002 Characteristics of Excellence in Higher Education, the Middle States 
Commission on Higher Education states that… 
 

General education is an important component of all undergraduate… higher 
education degree programs… Consistent with institutional practices, general 
education degree requirements may be fulfilled through courses completed at 
the institution, transfer credits, competencies demonstrated in ways 
determined by the institution, or admissions prerequisites….General 
education skills may be taught or developed as part of courses in the major, in 
separate courses, or through a decentralized distribution.  However, the skills 
and knowledge derived from the general education and the major should be 
integrated because general education and study in depth, together, comprise a 
quality undergraduate education…General education incorporates essential 
knowledge, cognitive abilities, and an understanding of values and ethics, and 
it enhances students’ intellectual experience, expanding their cultural and 
global awareness and sensitivity, and preparing them to make enlightened 
judgments outside as well as within their academic specialty.  Information 
literacy—the understanding and set of skills necessary to carry out the 
functions of effective information access, evaluation, and application—is an 
essential component of any general education program… (37-38) 

 
Moreover, the Commission indicates that “an accredited institution is characterized by… 
general education requirements assuring that, upon degree completion, students are 
proficient in oral and written communication, scientific and quantitative reasoning, 
technological capabilities appropriate to the discipline, and information literacy, which 
includes critical analysis and reasoning…” (38). 
 
At BMCC, we claim that through general education, “our students will achieve…[their]… 
academic, career, and life-long goals through participation in courses that foster the 
acquisition of knowledge, critical thinking, and use of methodologies in various disciplines, 
including the humanities and the social and natural sciences…” (BMCC General Education 
Student Guide).  Through our governance process, we have approved of seven student 
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learning outcomes in general education.  They are the following: communication skills, 
quantitative reasoning, scientific reasoning, social and behavioral sciences, arts and 
humanities, information and technology literacy, and values. 
 
These learning outcomes provide our students with a broad and strong foundation in critical 
and analytical thinking, an understanding of the social, behavioral, and natural sciences, an 
appreciation of the arts and humanities, multicultural awareness, problem solving, and the 
ability to collect, evaluate and interpret information and effectively use information 
technologies. 
 
As your students move through their curriculum, you, as a faculty advisor, need to ensure 
that your advisees understand the importance of their general education, how they benefit 
from the acquisition of these skills and knowledge.  Most important, as you monitor their 
progress, you will need to determine, in consultation with the students, what courses or 
activities will best eliminate any deficiencies they have in general education.  You will have 
a major role in shaping the person they will become and ideally want to be.  
 
 

GENERAL EDUCATION LEARNING GOALS & OUTCOMES  
(approved as part of the General Education Assessment Plan  

by Faculty Council, May 25, 2006) 
The seven general education learning goals and their intended outcomes stated below have 
been developed with an understanding that responsibility for the general education 
curriculum is a college-wide responsibility. Since the general education goals and outcomes 
make up the foundation for all the major programs of study, students should have many 
opportunities to achieve the desired outcomes in numerous courses across the curriculum 
and through other extra-curricular experiences.  
 
1. Communication Skills 
Outcome Goal: Students will write, read, listen and speak critically and effectively. 
Outcome Objectives: Students will  

express ideas clearly in written form 
employ critical reading skills to analyze written material  
exhibit active listening skills  

  give an effective oral presentation  
2. Quantitative Skills  
Outcome Goal: Students will use quantitative skills and the concepts and methods of 
mathematics to solve problems. 
Outcome Objectives: Students will  

use quantitative skills to solve problems  
interpret quantitative information  
translate problem situations into their symbolic representations  

3. Scientific Reasoning  
Outcome Goal: Students will understand and apply the concepts and methods of the natural 
sciences.  
Outcome Objectives: Students will  
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demonstrate scientific literacy  
apply the scientific method in a lab setting  

4. Social and Behavioral Sciences  
Outcome Goal: Students will understand and apply the concepts and methods of the social 
sciences. 
Outcome Objectives: Students will  

demonstrate an understanding of the unique theories and methods of a social 
or behavioral science  
analyze and interpret a social, economic, political, cultural, philosophical or 

historical issue  
5. Arts and Humanities  
Outcome Goal: Students will develop knowledge and understanding of the arts and 
literature.  
Outcome Objectives: Students will  

critique a particular work of art or literature  
6. Information and Technology Literacy 
Outcome Goal: Students will collect, evaluate, and interpret information and effectively use 
information technologies. 
Outcome Objectives: Students will  

conduct research using appropriate research strategies  
make effective use of technology  

7. Values  
Outcome Goal: Students will make informed choices based on an understanding of 
personal values, multicultural awareness and social responsibility.  
Outcome Objectives: Students will  

demonstrate awareness of one's own values and beliefs while showing 
respect for the ideas, values and beliefs of others  
demonstrate an appreciation of social and cultural diversity  
appreciate personal and social responsibilities  
demonstrate commitment to lifelong learning  

 
These seven general education learning outcome goals and objectives represent a 
simplification and reorganization of the Nine General Education Learning Goals & 
Objectives originally approved by Faculty Council in May 2004.  
 
 

NINE PRINCIPLES OF GOOD PRACTICE FOR  
ASSESSING STUDENT LEARNING 

 
1. The assessment of student learning begins with educational values.  
Assessment is not an end in itself but a vehicle for educational improvement. Its effective 
practice, then, begins with and enacts a vision of the kinds of learning we most value for 
students and strive to help them achieve. Educational values should drive not only what we 
choose to assess but also how we do so. Where questions about educational mission and 
values are skipped over, assessment threatens to be an exercise in measuring what's easy, 
rather than a process of improving what we really care about. 
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2. Assessment is most effective when it reflects an understanding of learning as 
multidimensional, integrated, and revealed in performance over time.  
Learning is a complex process. It entails not only what students know but what they can do 
with what they know; it involves not only knowledge and abilities but values, attitudes, and 
habits of mind that affect both academic success and performance beyond the classroom. 
Assessment should reflect these understandings by employing a diverse array of methods, 
including those that call for actual performance, using them over time so as to reveal change, 
growth, and increasing degrees of integration. Such an approach aims for a more complete 
and accurate picture of learning, and therefore firmer bases for improving our students' 
educational experience.  
 
3. Assessment works best when the programs it seeks to improve have clear, explicitly 
stated purposes.  
Assessment is a goal-oriented process. It entails comparing educational performance with 
educational purposes and expectations -- those derived from the institution's mission, from 
faculty intentions in program and course design, and from knowledge of students' own 
goals. Where program purposes lack specificity or agreement, assessment as a process 
pushes a campus toward clarity about where to aim and what standards to apply; assessment 
also prompts attention to where and how program goals will be taught and learned. Clear, 
shared, implementable goals are the cornerstone for assessment that is focused and useful. 
 
4. Assessment requires attention to outcomes but also and equally to the experiences 
that lead to those outcomes. 
Information about outcomes is of high importance; where students "end up" matters greatly. 
But to improve outcomes, we need to know about student experience along the way -- about 
the curricula, teaching, and kind of student effort that lead to particular outcomes. 
Assessment can help us understand which students learn best under what conditions; with 
such knowledge comes the capacity to improve the whole of their learning.  
 
5. Assessment works best when it is ongoing not episodic. 
Assessment is a process whose power is cumulative. Though isolated, "one-shot" assessment 
can be better than none, improvement is best fostered when assessment entails a linked 
series of activities undertaken over time. This may mean tracking the process of individual 
students, or of cohorts of students; it may mean collecting the same examples of student 
performance or using the same instrument semester after semester. The point is to monitor 
progress toward intended goals in a spirit of continuous improvement. Along the way, the 
assessment process itself should be evaluated and refined in light of emerging insights.  
 
6. Assessment fosters wider improvement when representatives from across the 
educational community are involved. 
Student learning is a campus-wide responsibility, and assessment is a way of enacting that 
responsibility. Thus, while assessment efforts may start small, the aim over time is to 
involve people from across the educational community. Faculty play an especially important 
role, but assessment's questions can't be fully addressed without participation by student-
affairs educators, librarians, administrators, and students. Assessment may also involve 
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individuals from beyond the campus (alumni/ae, trustees, employers) whose experience can 
enrich the sense of appropriate aims and standards for learning. Thus understood, 
assessment is not a task for small groups of experts but a collaborative activity; its aim is 
wider, better-informed attention to student learning by all parties with a stake in its 
improvement.  
 
7. Assessment makes a difference when it begins with issues of use and illuminates 
questions that people really care about. 
Assessment recognizes the value of information in the process of improvement. But to be 
useful, information must be connected to issues or questions that people really care about. 
This implies assessment approaches that produce evidence that relevant parties will find 
credible, suggestive, and applicable to decisions that need to be made. It means thinking in 
advance about how the information will be used, and by whom. The point of assessment is 
not to gather data and return "results"; it is a process that starts with the questions of 
decision-makers, that involves them in the gathering and interpreting of data, and that 
informs and helps guide continuous improvement.  
 
8. Assessment is most likely to lead to improvement when it is part of a larger set of 
conditions that promote change. 
Assessment alone changes little. Its greatest contribution comes on campuses where the 
quality of teaching and learning is visibly valued and worked at. On such campuses, the 
push to improve educational performance is a visible and primary goal of leadership; 
improving the quality of undergraduate education is central to the institution's planning, 
budgeting, and personnel decisions. On such campuses, information about learning 
outcomes is seen as an integral part of decision making, and avidly sought. 
 
9. Through assessment, educators meet responsibilities to students and to the public. 
There is a compelling public stake in education. As educators, we have a responsibility to 
the publics that support or depend on us to provide information about the ways in which our 
students meet goals and expectations. But that responsibility goes beyond the reporting of 
such information; our deeper obligation -- to ourselves, our students, and society -- is to 
improve. Those to whom educators are accountable have a corresponding obligation to 
support such attempts at improvement.

Resident Rates 
To be eligible to pay New York City tuition rates, students must have completed one year of 
residency in New York City prior to the first day of classes, and must not be on a temporary visa.  
 
B-81 Form 
Any student who lives in New York State but does not live in New York City may be eligible to pay 
the same tuition as a New York City resident. To pay New York City tuition, you must submit a B-
81 Form to the Bursar’s Office.  
  
Accelerated Study 
For students whose course load in a given semester exceeds 18 real credits, an accelerated study 
fee is charged in addition to tuition. 
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Senior Citizens 
New York City residents who are 60 years old or older are granted a tuition waiver but must pay 
a $65.00 administrative fee per semester. Senior citizens also pay the consolidated services fee 
and any penalty fee they incur; senior citizens do not pay Student Activities fees or application 
fees.

• The percentage of refund is determined by the date stamped by the Registrar’s Office 

indicating official withdrawal from class(es).  
• Tuition will be refunded 100 percent for those courses which, at any time, are cancelled 

by the College. Failure to attend class, merely giving notice to the instructor, or stopping 
payment on a check is not considered an official drop or withdrawal.  

• Students who pay their tuition bill in full and subsequently withdraw will have their refund 
calculated according to the above Tuition Refund schedule. Refunds are mailed directly 
to the student’s home by the Bursar’s Office. Students who pay by credit card should 
request a refund to their credit card at the Bursar’s office. If a credit card refund is not 
requested, the college will mail a refund check to the student’s home.  

• Students who made a partial payment on their bill will have their tuition liability 
calculated according to the above Tuition Obligation schedule. A reduction in tuition 
charges may not necessarily result in a refund and, in some instances, a tuition balance 
may still be due. Student activities fees and consolidated services fees are not refundable

Cooperative Education courses are required by the following majors: 
Accounting students are required to take: 
CED 201 2 cr 
CED 301 2 cr 
They are required to complete a total of 4 credits in Cooperative education. ACC students 
must have completed ACC 122 and ACC 222.  

 
Businesss Management (Finance & Banking, General Management, Marketing, 
Travel & Tourism) students are required to take: 
CED 361 2 cr 
They may also take CED 201 as an elective, however they are only requried to complete a 
total of 2 credits in Cooperative education. Business students must have completed two 
classes in a BUS concentration.  
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Small Business/Entrepreneurship students are required to take: 
CED 365 2 cr 
They may also take CED 201 as an elective, however they are only requried to complete a 
total of 2 credits in Cooperative education. SBE students must have completed SBE 100 
and SBE 200.  

 
Computer Information Systems students are not required to take CED courses.  
If a CIS student chooses to take an internship they are required to complete both CED 
courses.

CED 315 2 cr 
A CIS student who chooses not to do an internship must complete an additional BUS, CIS 
or CSC elective.  

 
Video Arts and Technology students are required to take: 
CED 201 2 cr 
CED 371 2 cr 
They are requried to complete a total of 4 credits in Cooperative education. Students must 
have completed VAT 160 and VAT 170 or VAT 260.  

 
Liberal Arts, Writing and Literature, Business Administration and Public Service 
students are not required to take CED courses.  
However, they may choose to take one or both of the following.

It is recommended that Liberal Arts, Writing and Literature, Business Administration and 
Public Service students complete both CED courses. Liberal Arts students must offer 
sufficient academic or life experience in the area in which they wish to intern.

To be eligible for the College Discovery Program, you must: 

 Be a legal resident of NYS for at least one year prior to entering the college 
 Possess a high school diploma or its equivalent (G.E.D.) 
 Meet the financial guidelines 
 Be accepted as a matriculated student at BMCC 

  
Applicants must complete the Special Programs section of the CUNY Freshman Admission 
Application to be considered for Special Programs. It is important to note that the selection 
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process for Special Programs is similar to a "lottery" and that all who apply are not 
accepted. Early submission of the admissions application is essential for consideration 
 
What are my responsibilities? 

 Every freshman student must complete 2/3 of all remedial requirements the first year. 
 Every student must successfully complete 50% of courses for which he/she registers in a 

given semester. 
 Every student must complete 19 credits by the end of the 3rd semester attendance. 
 Any student whose GPA is below 2.0 must apply for academic support in the 

subjects in which he/she may be having difficulty. 
 Each student is responsible for keeping himself/herself informed and currently up to date 

with the activities of the program.  
 Each student must consult his/her counselor before dropping or adding a course or 

changing curriculum. 
 Every College Discovery on academic probation is required to participate in the P.E.P 

(Personal Enrichment Program) Workshops. 
 All CD Students must annually file the FAFSA from (Pell) in order to be eligible for 

book money and other kinds of financial assistance, including stipends. Failure to do so 
leads to termination from the program. 

Does a student have to go to class in order to receive their College Discovery stipend 
check? 
Yes. Checks will be issued only to those students who are regularly attending classes. A 
student who is not attending classes regularly may have their check withheld and is in 
danger of being dropped from the program. 
 
Do I pay for fees and books? 
No. As a CD student, the program will pay your student activities fees. You may also 
receive a stipend books if you are eligible.

Tuition Payment Policy 
In compliance with the regulation of the City University of New York, regarding registration 
and the collection of tuition and fees, Borough of Manhattan Community College has 
implemented the following policy for registration and bill payment: 
All students who register will receive a registration confirmation /billing statement that 
includes total tuition and fee charges. Your bill must be settled by the close of business on 
the deadline indicated. YOUR REGISTRATION IS NOT COMPLETE UNTIL YOUR 
BILL IS SETTLED WITH THE BURSAR’S OFFICE.  
 
Even if your bill is covered by financial aid and you have a zero balance, your bill must be 
processed by the Bursar to avoid the cancellation of your registration. If a student does not 
receive a bill after registering, it is the student’s responsibility to contact the Registrar’s 
office to obtain a duplicate and pay the balance due by the date indicated. 
Students who register during the college’s early registration period will also receive a billing 
reminder in the mail. Billing reminders are sent to the home address on file with the 
Registrar’s office. EVERY student is responsible for making sure that the correct address is 
on file and must inform the Registrar’s office of any change of address and/or telephone 
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numbers. Failure to receive a bill due to incorrect address will not be accepted as a reason 
for late payment. The billing reminder will also include any estimated financial aid awards, 
if available. 
 
Outstanding Balances 
In accordance with CUNY policy, students with outstanding tuition balances are not 
permitted to register for a subsequent semester or receive academic records/transcripts. All 
prior balances must be paid in full before registering for a subsequent semester.  
 
If you do not make full payment on your tuition and fees and other college bills and your 
account is sent to a collection agency, you will be responsible for all collection costs, 
including agency fees, attorney fees and court costs, in addition to whatever amounts you 
owe the college. 

In addition, non-payment or a default judgment against your account may be reported to a 
credit bureau and reflected in your credit report.

How do New or Prospective Students apply? 
File a FAFSA 
Apply for most types of federal and state financial aid by filling out a Free Application for 
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). 

File Your FAFSA On the Web 
The U.S. Department of Education prefers that students and families use FAFSA on the 
Web to apply for federal student aid. Electronic filing is the fastest, easiest and most 
accurate way for you to apply. FAFSA on the Web guides you through the questions you 
need to answer and stops you if you miss a required item or enter an invalid answer. This 
helps insure that your application is completed properly.  

 

Get and Use Your Federal PIN 
You (and one of your parents, if required) should get a Federal Personal Identification 
Number, or PIN and use your PINs to sign your FAFSA electronically. 

Provide a Valid E-mail Address 
If you provide a valid e-mail address when you file your application, you will receive an e-
mail with a URL to access your application results. If you and your parents used a PIN to 
sign your FAFSA and there are no other problems with your application information, you 
may receive this e-mail notification in as little as 24 hours. 

If You Don't Use a PIN 
If you or one of your parents does not sign your FAFSA on the Web using a PIN, you must 
print and mail a signature page to the federal processor to confirm the validity of the 
information provided on your application.  

We recommend that you and a parent use PINs to sign your FAFSA on the Web instead of 
printing and mailing a signature page. Having to mail a signature page can significantly 
lengthen application processing time. 

What Do I Do Next? 
When you have finished entering your application data and have submitted your FAFSA, 
you will arrive at a Confirmation Page that will give you a confirmation # and and an 
estimate of your federal aid eligibility. You should print a copy of this page for your records. 

File Your New York State TAP On the Web Application  
Click on the link for New York State residents located below the federal confirmation # on 
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the Confirmation page. You will be linked to TAP on the Web. This allows you to file for 
New York State tuition assistance programs for full-time and part-time students. 

[Note: if you are not a New York State resident, this option will not be available to you.] 

Your federal PIN serves as your signature for the electronic TAP application. If you (or your 
parent) did not use a PIN to sign your online FAFSA, your FAFSA signature page satisfies 
the TAP signature requirement. 

If you do not complete the TAP on the Web application when you file your FAFSA on the 
Web, you will be sent an email or postcard with a link to a TAP on the Web application after 
your FAFSA is processed.  

Can I File Using Paper Applications? 
You may, if you prefer, apply for federal financial aid by completing and mailing a paper 
FAFSA. Paper FAFSAs can be obtained from the Office of Financial Aid. Processing of a 
mailed paper FAFSA can take from 4-6 weeks. 

If you use a paper FAFSA to apply for federal student aid, make sure that BMCC [Federal 
School Code 002691] is listed among your college choices in the "Releases and Signatures" 
portion of the application.  

After your paper FAFSA is processed, you will be sent an email or postcard with a link to a 
TAP on the Web application. Check to see that BMCC [TAP School Code 1404] is listed as 
your college of choice. 

How Do I Know If I Qualify for Federal or State Aid? 
You will receive a printed or electronic response for each of the applications you file. For 
more information about what you need to do after you file your applications and what kind 
of reply you may expect to receive, please link to the information contained in the section on 
Federal Pell Grants and the New York State Tuition Assistance Program.  

What If I Need to Apply for a Federal Direct Loan? 
Submit a separate request for a Federal Direct Loan after you have filed your FAFSA or 
Renewal FAFSA by following the instructions on our Direct Loan Request page.

REASONABLE ACCOMMODATIONS- Everything You Need to Know  
 About reasonable accommodations 
 Spell-check devices, calculators and other reasonable accommodations 
 Testing accommodations  
 Requesting accommodations 

 
Reasonable accommodations are appropriate adjustments to programs, policy, and practice 
that make aspects of the university experience accessible and provide equal opportunities to 
BMCC students with disabilities. An equal opportunity means a chance to attain the same 
level of performance or to enjoy equal benefits and privileges as are available to a similarly 
situated student without disabilities.  
 
Students are not charged for the cost incurred in providing reasonable accommodations, 
including auxiliary aids and services (e.g., sign language interpreters, note-taking services, 
text conversion to alternative accessible formats, audio or video tapes, etc.).  
To determine reasonable accommodations, OSSD may seek information from appropriate 
college personnel regarding essential standards for courses, programs, services, activities, 
and facilities. The director makes the final determinations of reasonable accommodations in 
collaboration with the student and faculty as warranted.  
 
Reasonable accommodations are determined by examining: 
1. Environmental barriers limiting curricular, facility, or programmatic access. 
2. Whether or not the student has access to the course, program, service, activity, or 
facility without an accommodation; 
3. The range of possible accommodations that might remove the barriers; 
4. Whether or not essential elements of the course, program, service, activity, or facility 
are compromised by the accommodations. 

 
Examples of Reasonable Accommodations 
Examples of some of the most frequently requested accommodations include: 
» Extended time for quizzes and exams 
» Sign-language interpreting services  
» Note-taking services 
» Permission to tape record lectures 
» Textbooks on tape or in large-print 

 
Spell-Check Devices, Calculators and Reasonable Accommodations 
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Spell-check devices and calculators can certainly be helpful to everyone – both people with 
and without disabilities. However, the use of these tools is considered a reasonable 
accommodation only under very specific circumstances. 
 
Spell-Check Devices: 
OSSD will only approve use of a spell-check device as a reasonable accommodation for an 
exam if:  
1. Students’ disability documentation indicates specific cognitive difficulties that would 
cause them problems with spelling and 
2. The ability to spell words accurately is not considered an important part of what an 
exam is designed to test – as determined by the professor and/or the academic department.  

 
Calculators: 
OSSD will only approve the use of a calculator as a reasonable accommodation for an exam 
if: 
1. Students’ disability documentation indicates specific cognitive difficulties that would 
cause them problems with arithmetic comprehension or computation and 
2. The ability to add, subtract, multiply, or divide accurately is not considered an 
important part of what an exam is designed to test as determined by the professor and/or 
the academic department.  

 
It is important to note: 
1. Given these very specific conditions, it is entirely possible for use of a spell checker 
or calculator to be allowable for some exams, and not allowable for others. 
2. OSSD will consider requests for use of a calculator and a spell-checker on a case-by-
case basis. 
3. OSSD will not approve use of these tools as reasonable accommodations when using 
them provides students with an unfair advantage or undermines academic standards. 

 
Testing Accommodations  
Accommodative testing allows the student to take his/her exams in an alternative 
environment, or in an alternative format. Accommodative testing does not alter the content 
of the exam. Students with disabilities are held to the course requirements and college’s 
academic standards.

Records & Registration 
 
WHAT NEEDS TO HAPPEN BEFORE YOU CAN REGISTER 
Early registration is available to current degree students. We urge you to take advantage of 
early registration to avoid getting closed out of classes. 
But before you can register you must do the following: 
 1.  Students who are impounded for any semester, including owing tuition or fees for 
the current semester, need to clear any outstanding debts or will not be eligible to take 
advantage of early registration. If your not sure whether your records are impounded, check 
PANTHER. 
 2. All students must see an advisor.  
 3. Take your signed advisement sheet to the Tribeca Performing Arts Center House 
Manager's Office to be cleared for registration. The clerk at the manager's office will give 
you an early registration appointment.

In order to register for classes for the upcoming semester, you must be advised and have 
your Advisement Data Sheet, signed by your advisor.

EARLY REGISTRATION INSTRUCTIONS

Getting Registered 
Once you have met with your advisor and been cleared for registration at the Information Center 
in the main lobby you have the option of either registering:  

 Online 
Web registration will be available to students whose GPA is 2.0 or above at the 
beginning of the Early Registration period. Students are encouraged to register using 
the web for their convenience. 

 In Person 
At the Information Center, if you choose to register in person, you will be given a 
registration appointment. 
 
On the day of your appointment, go to the rear door of the Registrar's office (Room S-
310). Please be on time. A teriminal operator will enter your courses into the computer. 
You will be advised of any problems, and a college staff or faculty member will assist in 
solving the problem. If you have a course conflict or a closed class, the terminal

After you have completed course selection and registration, a confirmation of your 
classes will be given to you. Please check to make sure it is accurate.  

*However, you should work out your schedule as well as one or two alternatives before you come 
for registration. Use the online schedule of classes or pick up a printed copy from the 

Registrar's office. Use schedule worksheet to help you in planning. 

Paying your bill 
Your bill should be paid at any time on or before the due date indicated on top. All students 
must go to the Bursar's office to validate your bill. Even if your tuition is paid by financial aid, and 
you have a "$0.00" balance due, you must still be validated by the Bursar. YOUR 
REGISTRATION IS NOT COMPLETE UNTIL YOU HAVE DONE THIS.

PANTHER, the student information system, is available to all current students and can help 
you save time throughout the semester.

CREDITS/GRADES/PREREQUISITES 
PREVIOUSLY PASSED 
Students are only allowed to repeat a course with a grade of C- or below. If a student has 
passed the course already, they will be blocked from registering for it.  If the student says 
they passed a course, but it is not showing, the burden of proof is on the student to supply a 
grade report before they will be allowed to register for the next level course. 
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CURRENTLY ENROLLED 
Some students may want to register for a course they are currently in, but failing. In order to 
register for it, the student must bring a letter from his/her professor stating that the student 
will not pass the course. 
 
TOTAL EQUATED CREDITS > 18 
The maximum # of credits (or equated credits which include hours for non-credit courses) is 
18. The Dean of Academic Affairs for Curriculum and Instruction may override this limit 
for students with over a 3.50 GPA and 12 real degree credits. 
 
INC/ABS 
If a student has an INC or an ABS grade in a course, they may not move on to the next level 
course. 
 
COURSE PREREQUISITES 
If a student is turned away from registering for a course because he/she has not completed a 
course prerequisite ( NOT a basic skills prerequisite) they may be referred to the department 
to seek approval for an override. 
 
 

Grading Policies 
 
ACADEMIC PROBATION / DISMISSAL 
Academic Probation  
Students are placed on academic probation if their GPA falls below minimum retention 
standards.  
During the probationary period, students maintain their academic standing with the College 
but are limited to 12 credits until they attain the minimum required GPA.

Dismissal  
Students whose GPA falls below minimum retention standards for two semesters are 
academically dismissed. Academically dismissed students may not attend BMCC or any 
CUNY college for at least one semester. 
 
Readmission After Academic Dismissal  
Academically dismissed students may be readmitted to the College on probation if the 
student: 
1. Was academically dismissed once. 
2. Has not attended BMCC for at least one semester. 
3. Has a cumulative grade point average of 1.8 or more. 
4. Files a readmission application with the Admissions office. 
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  The Committee on Academic Standing reviews all applications from any student with a 
GPA below 1.8 who has 45 credits or more. Students who are academically dismissed 
twice are not readmitted to BMCC. 

 
Appeal of Dismissal  
Academic dismissal may be appealed by writing to the Committee on Academic Standing. 
Documentary evidence in support of the appeal and/or written recommendation from a 
college counselor/academic advisor may be submitted. 
There are two primary types of appeals: 
 Academic/Grade Related 
 Financial Aid Related 

The academic related appeals generally deal with dismissal and/or withdrawal after the 
deadline. The financial related appeals generally pertain to the TAP Waiver, and the Title 
IV Waiver.  

Appeal is Denied 
For students whose appeal is denied, CUNY offerers the option of applying to another 
community college under the CUNY Forgiveness Policy. 
 
WITHDRAWAL FROM THE COLLEGE 
For any reason, if you do not wish to continue your studies at BMCC, obtain and file the 
official "Withdrawal From Class(es)" forms with the Registrar’s Office.  
DO NOT DROP OUT OR WITHDRAW FROM CLASSES WITHOUT FILING THE 
APPROPRIATE FORM 
If you unofficially withdraw, you will receive a "WU" or "F" grade which is computed in 
your cumulative grade-point average as "F." The date the form is filed is the official 
withdrawal date, not the day you stop attending classes.  
You have until the tenth week of classes to officially withdraw from the College with a "W" 
or "WF" grade. After the tenth week, withdrawal from the College will not be accepted. 
Students who completely withdraw from the College will not be eligible for TAP or 
STAP the following semester. 
 
 
Retroactive Withdrawal 
An appeal for retroactive withdrawal can be made for the following grades: WU, WR, FIN, 
F, and FAB.  
 
Generally, a student can consider appealing these grades for a "W" if there was a situation -- 
Extenuating/Mitigating Circumstances -- that affected their ability to successfully complete 
a course(s).  
 
If you think this applies to you, pick up an appeal form and meet with a counselor to discuss 
your situation.  
 
Remember, your transcript is a permanent record. Any change may have other ramifications. 
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How to Change Your Major 
After you have conducted some research regarding careers you are ready to choose a major.  
 
To change your major:  
 Pick up from the Registrar's office or download a change of curriculum form. 
 Meet with a counselor to discuss available options.  
 Complete and sign the form. 
 The counselor will also sign the form and direct you to the appropriate department 
for a signature from the chairperson of that department.  
 
Once all signatures are obtained, return the form to the registrar's office. 
 Don't forget to keep a copy for your records.  

If you have not conducted career research, please see our Career Counseling and 
Information section.

THE PRE-FRESHMAN SUMMER/ WINTER IMMERSION PROGRAM 
This program is designed for newly admitted students planning to enter or continue college. 
The program provides an opportunity for students to acquire basic skills, complete their 
basic skills obligations, and get a head start on their college experience.  
 
The program will:  
1. offer basic skills courses to improve student's proficiency in areas such as English 
(writing), English as a Second Language, Reading and Mathematics; 
2. provide students with an opportunity to enroll in one or more courses to reduce or 
eliminate the number of basic skills courses they will be required to take in the Fall or 
Spring semester; 
3. provide counseling, tutoring and other support services; 
4. offer students an opportunity to work with concerned and committed faculty in small 
class-size settings.  

 
 
 

FRESHMAN YEAR EXPERIENCE (FYE) 
All incoming, first-time freshmen are expected and encouraged to participate in the 
Freshman Year Experience workshops offered before and/or during the initial weeks of each 
semester. In these workshops, students receive important information to orient them to life at 
the college: academic protocol, college services, time management, and personal finance 
management. Additionally, several workshops are scheduled throughout the semester to 
build students’ capacities in note-taking, test-taking, and computer skills. 
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Accelerated Study in Associate Programs (ASAP) 
 
As an ASAP student, you will have the experience of attending a small college while 
making use of the benefits that come with being part of the nation’s largest urban university 
system.  
 
Beginning with a summer institute, to ensure you're prepared for the challenges of college 
work, ASAP aims to remove many of the obstacles that often stand in the way of completing 
your degree. And ASAP faculty and staff will be with you every step of the way.  
 
Cost Free  
It takes investment to succeed, and ASAP will invest in you! ASAP relieves students of 
some of the pressures of having to pay for college.  All ASAP students will be provided 
with their textbooks, which could otherwise cost as much as $500 each semester. Students 
who are eligible for federal and/or state financial aid will receive additional ASAP funding 
to pay the balance of tuition and school fees. (See the Financial Aid web site for help for 
information about applying for financial aid.)  
If you currently receive public assistance, then you may be eligible for additional benefits.  
Depending on your major, hours that you spend in class and at ASAP activities may satisfy a 
significant portion of your weekly work activity requirement.  You may also be eligible for 
training-related expenses (TREs) such as child care and travel fare to defray the costs of 
school attendance.  Our ASAP coordinator will assist you with necessary forms and 
approvals.  
 
Connected Community 
Imagine studying in a small, connected group of students who share your interests and drive. 
As an ASAP student, you will become a member of a cohort of no more than twenty-five 
other students who share your academic program. You will attend the summer institute and 
classes each semester with this close-knit group, and your classes will be taught by top 
faculty who know you as an individual and are committed to helping you achieve your full 
potential.  
 
Block Schedule 
It can be challenging and exhausting to balance a college schedule with the demands of 
work and family. BMCC provides its ASAP students with a range of scheduling options 
designed so that you can attend all of your classes in a convenient morning, afternoon, 
evening, or weekend block of time that is compatible with your life. 
 
Academic Support 
As an ASAP student, you will get the mentoring and guidance you need to succeed. 
Coursework you complete in the pre-college summer program will ensure that you are ready 
for college work in the fall semester. 
 
Throughout the academic year, skilled tutors will be available to give you an added 
academic boost outside the classroom in any subject that you need. An experienced, full-
time advisor will follow your progress, guide you to wise decisions about your future, 
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connect you to services to give you an edge in your field, and help you transfer to the right 
college to get your bachelor’s degree.   
 
If you choose to pursue further study after your Associate's degree, your advisor will help 
you transfer smoothly to the baccalaureate program best suited to you.   
Career Counseling 
 
In addition to guiding your academic path, ASAP advisors will help you find employment 
while you are in school and when you graduate.  
 

Eligibility 

Did you just finish high school with a strong academic record and a desire to secure your 
future? Are you a hardworking parent determined to provide a better future for yourself and 
your children? Did you once complete your GED, or finish less than a twelve credits of 
college work, and are now eager to take the next step? Then ASAP may be the program for 
you!  

Admission into ASAP requires you to:  
• Be A New York City resident 

This includes eligible undocumented students who have graduated from a NYC high school 
or obtained their GED within five years prior to admission. Students from Nassau, Suffolk 
and Westchester Counties are also not ASAP-eligible. 

• Major in an ASAP program  
You must major in Accounting, Business Management, Early Childhood Education (Pre-
school),Human Services or Liberal Arts. More about BMCC's ASAP Programs of Study.  

• Have 12 credits or less, with a minimum GPA of 2.0 
• File the FAFSA no later than June 1 

You must file a FAFSA if you want to receive ASAP tuition assistance. Find out more about 
filing from the Financial Aid office.  

• Be “remedial-free” by the start of the fall semester 

You must be exempt from the CUNY Skills Assessment Test based on your NYS Regents, 
SAT or ACT scores or require only one remediation course (ESL095, ENG095, ACR095, 
MAT012 or MAT051).Interested students who have been identified as needing only one 
area of remediation will attend the summer program to prepare them for an "Exit from 
Remediation" test. These students will be accepted conditionally into ASAP until the test 
results are received.  Those who do not pass the exit test may continue at the college as non-
ASAP students. 

• Sign a contract promising to adhere to all program requirements  
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A Scholarship Program for Success—Out in Two 

The BMCC Out in Two scholarship is an academic program designed to help students 
graduate within two consecutive years. Students will be notified of the program upon entry 
into BMCC. 

Students will be eligible after completing their first semester, if they meet the eligibility 
criteria outlined below. Students will receive a scholarship award in their last three 
consecutive semesters, provided they meet all the guidelines of the program. 

Eligibility Criteria 

• Students must be first-time freshmen. (This excludes all transfer students, regardless 
of whether or not credits were transferred into BMCC.)  

• Students must be enrolled in an AA, AS, or AAS degree program excluding Nursing 
(NUR), Respiratory Therapy (RTT), Health Information Technology (HIT), 
Paramedic (EMT), and Engineering Science (ESC).  

• Students must earn a minimum of 12 degree credits and have a GPA of 3.0 or higher 
in their first semester.  

Selection Process 

Students who meet the eligibility criteria listed above must complete an application and 
write a one-page essay entitled "What a College Education Means to Me." The final 
selection of students for the Out in Two scholarship program will be based on first the 
semester's GPA and essays. 

Program Requirements  

• Students must complete all remedial requirements, if applicable, before earning 27 
degree credits.  

• Students must earn a minimum of 12 degree credits per semester, and have a 
minimum of 27 degree credits earned at the end of the second semester, including 
summers. At the end of the third semester, students must have earned a minimum of 
45 degree credits.  

• Students must graduate within four consecutive fall and spring semesters from their 
date of entry into BMCC. Degree credits earned in the summers will also be counted.  

• Students must maintain a minimum GPA of 3.0 each semester and summer 
throughout the program.  

• Student are required to receive academic support services, if needed.  
• Students will receive a $1400 grant in each of their last three consecutive semesters 

provided they meet all the criteria of the program. Students may be eligible for an 
additional $550 summer grant under certain provisions.  
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• Students will receive guaranteed and early registration and will be assigned an 
academic advisor who will discuss their academic progress with them on a regular 
basis.  

• Students will be provided financial aid advisement.  
• Students will be eligible to receive employment on campus as a peer advisor or tutor.

HONORS PROGRAM

Study Abroad

abroad have been described in these words. Now find out for yourself! 
 African Experience (AFN 253) 
 Hispanic Heritage (SPN 476) 
 French Heritage (FRN 476) 
 Italy (SSC 200) 
 Latin Culture (LAT 475) 
 New York/ Paris Exchange Program 
 Tour Management (TTA 100) 
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The Black Experience in Africa -- AFN 253  
This course is designed to provide the student with an introduction to the cultures of selected 
African nations through travel, structured reading and lectures conducted on the campuses of 
African colleges and universities. Requirements include a term paper.  
This course and PRN 475 are part of the Center's Study Abroad Program.  
The Black Experience in Africa is part of the Center for Ethnic Studies study abroad 
program. This course is offered in one African nation or group of geographically related 
African countries. This course fulfills 3 credits of social science or elective requirement and 
is transferable. 

The length of stay for the study abroad program to Africa is one month. BMCC students that 
are accepted in the study abroad program will be entitled to a scholarship that pays for 60% 
of the program from the BMCC Association (students pay 40% of the cost of the program.) 
In addition, all CUNY students can apply for a grant that provides from $500 to $1500 for 
expenses. 

Please note the 60% scholarship only applies to BMCC students.

Hispanic Heritage—SPN 476  

3 crs. 3 hrs. 
This is a study abroad course in which students will enhance their language skills and 
knowledge of a foreign culture through class meetings, seminars, and on-site visits to places 
of historic and cultural importance. They will be immersed in the language of the country 
and attend language and literature courses. 
Prerequisite: SPN 102 or departmental approval  

French Heritage—FRN 476  

3 crs. 3 hrs.  
This is a study abroad course that will further develop students’ four skills of listening, 
speaking, reading and writing in French.  Students will consolidate their knowledge of 
grammar through contextualized analysis.  Students will also do further work on selected 
contemporary themes related to French society and institutions (e.g., the press in France, 
cinema, food, etc.) 

Prerequisite: FRN 102 or departmental approval.  GPA of 3.0 or above.    

 
Field Experience in Italy—SSC 150 

The Field Experience in Italy (SSC 150) is a summer study experience offered by the 
Department of Social Science at the Borough of Manhattan Community College. The course 
which offers Social Science Field Experience in Italy is taught in English, and is designed to 
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introduce students to the geography, history and politics of Italy. Social and economic issues 
of modern-day Italy are explored, with emphasis on Italy's role in the European Economic 
Community; its role within Nato and its relationship with the United States. 

The Field Experience in Italy course fulfills 3 credits of a Social Science or Liberal Arts 
elective requirement and is transferable. Besides 45 hours of class instruction, there will be 
guest lecturers from the University of Pisa and cultural excursions. In addition to the Field 
Experience course, student participants will be required to take an Italian language course 
(level to be determined via a brief oral/written exam) offered by the faculty of the 
Linguistics Department at the University of Pisa. For the language course, students will 
received either a Diploma or Certificate of Attendance. There is the possibility that students 
can have the Italian language course evaluated for an additional 3 credits either in Modern 
Language or as an elective at a senior college within CUNY or other college / university. 

The duration of the study abroad program in Italy is generally from the end of July through 
the end of August. The approximate cost of the SSC 200 program is $2,3501 and $339.85 for 
the tuition/fees for 3 credits course. All BMCC students who are accepted in the study 
program will be considered for a BMCC Association partial scholarship that pays 60% of 
the program cost excluding the course tuition/fees.2 In addition, BMCC students and CUNY 
applicants to the Italy program can apply for a STOCS (Study Travel Opportunities for 
Students) grant which provides from $500 to $1,000 for program related expenses. 

Applications for the SSC 200 Study Abroad Program in Italy, scholarship information, 
eligibility requirements and other program related information will be provided to interested 
students by Professor Michael Giammarella, Room S329. Prof . Giammarella can be reached 
at (212) 346-8138 or by email at mgiammarella@bmcc.cuny.edu. 

All BMCC students who meet program requirements are encouraged to apply early since the 
application deadline in March. 
 
 
Latin American Heritage -- LAT 475  

This course is an introduction to the culture of a country in Latin American in the Spanish 
Speaking Caribbean or to the cultures of a group of culturally related countries in the same 
area. It includes regular classes or seminars, completion of a reading list, lectures by guest 
professors, daylong excursions, and meetings with artists, students, political leaders and 
intellectual figures of the country or countries visited. The student will be graded on partial 
exams, oral reports and a final examination or research paper. 

The course is an academic and cultural experience that includes forty-five hours of class, 
several daylong excursions, visiting lecturers, and fieldwork.  

The Summer 2004 program will be offered in the Dominican Republic, from July 19 –
August 12, 2004. Two introductory lectures will be offered at BMCC on July 14 and 15. The 
group will leave for the Dominican Republic on July 19, 2004 and will return on August 12, 
2004. The approximate total cost per student for the study abroad program to Dominican 
Republic is $1,903.75 plus tuition $417.00 = $2,320.75 
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All BMCC students who meet program requirements are encouraged to apply early since the 
application deadline in March.

The New York/Paris Exchange Program offers CUNY students of all disciplines the 
opportunity to study (one semester to a full academic year) at one of the universities of Paris 
while earning credits toward their CUNY degree.

Tour Management will introduce the students to the international aspects of tour planning 
and implementation. They will learn how to develop international travel programs including 
tour design, development and budgets, guiding, escorting, tour management and 
organization, ecotourism and adventure tourism. Students will travel to a country with travel 
and tourism professionals from the private and public sectors of this country. They will 
experience the cultural diversity of other countries and understand how they relate to tour 
management.
